Press the button to activate the audio input assigned to that button. 

When a button is active, the embedded LED lights up.

3. VOLUME KNOB controls the output level. The volume control can be 

assigned to the auxiliary input section or main input bus.

The CP8000EU fastens into the installation enclosure with two screws 

beneath the front plate. Remove the front panel, and fasten the main unit 

into the enclosure with the provided mounting screws.
